SAF President William R. Mitchell, Jr., to receive an
Institute of Classical Architecture Arthur Ross Award in Manhattan, May 1, 2006
Atlanta, Georgia - Southern Architecture Foundation, Inc. (SAF) announces the selection of its president, William R. Mitchell, Jr. of Atlanta, as the recipient of an Arthur Ross Award from the Institute of Classical Architecture/Classical America, to be presented at the University Club in New York City on May 1, 2006.  Selected because of his seventeen architectural history publications, Mitchell’s is one of five Ross Awards given by ICA this year.  In past years several other Georgians have received one of these prestigious awards: among them architects Philip Shutze, 1982, Edward Vason Jones, 1983, and Frank McCall, 1986.  In the publication’s category, Mills Bee Lane IV of Savannah was recognized posthumously in 2003.
Mitchell, 67, a native Atlantan and ninth-generation Georgian, was the founding president of Southern Architecture Foundation in 1998.  His library and professional papers are the nucleus of the Mitchell Collection, Southern Architecture Foundation Archives, being established at the Atlanta Historical Society’s Buckhead history center.

Mitchell is an alumnus of Atlanta’s Westminster Schools, of Emory University, and the University of Delaware.  He was a founding trustee of the Georgia Trust for Historic Preservation in 1973.  Among the award-winning publications of this busy architectural historian and historic preservationist are:  Landmark Homes of Georgia (1982), Classic Savannah (1986), Gardens of Georgia (1989), Classic Atlanta (1991), and Classic New Orleans (1993), Lewis Edmund Crook, Jr., Architect (1984), The Architecture of Wm Frank McCall, Jr. (1986), Edward Vason Jones, Architect, Connoisseur, and Collector (1995), J. Neel Reid, Architect (1997), and The Architecture of James Means, Georgia Classicist (2001).  
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
